1. Prayer is an essential thing.
So I would like to suggest a monthly prayer breakfast on the 4th Saturday of the month, at 7:30am.

We try these things bit by bit – not all at once _ I too value what many of you hold dear. Yet we are also in the 21st century and it is good to explore a little of what fresh expressions of church can mean for us.
